For applicants who have already graduated from high school, provision of both
grade 11 and 12 transcripts.

All applications will be considered by the education committee but only the
successful applicants will be notified of their decision. Deadline for applications is
April 30 of each year. Each bursary will be awarded at the spring graduation where
applicable.
